Minutes from Irish Living History Society meeting, March 22, 2004

The Irish Living History Society (ILHS) met on Monday, March 22, 2004, at the Columbus Main Library.

Sharon Palmer passed out an updated membership list, but noted that she needed to add e-mail addresses.

Don Gatton passed out the Treasurer's report.  He stated that the yurt we had previously discussed purchasing has been ordered and paid for, but not delivered (as of 3/22).

Julie McGhee reported that the Clan Na Gaill (sp?) is trying to reach out more to connect with other Irish groups.

Dublin festival news:

Ed Valette suggested contacting AIG concerning liability insurance for the festival.  Lynne will follow through.

Terry would like to have a meeting at the festival site when it gets warmer - then we can organize the site, where everyone will be, check out water sources, and so forth.

Terry would also like to work on a plan for the festival, scheduling people to help out at certain times and places - possibly at the May meeting.

 We need to build more raised fire pits; also a need for making a riveted kettle.

Terry mentioned that he would like to have venison for the feast at the festival (around 20 lbs); a source was discussed.  

There was also a discussion of moving up the time of the feast, but then it was decided that we might not be serving the festival-goers if we were unavailable for demonstrations, questions, etc., very early on Sunday afternoon.   A 3 p.m. time has been proposed.  To help facilitate the cooking, Terry suggested the possibility of pre-cooking some items.

Lynne mentioned that she would like to work on some improvements to the Abbey, and additional wattle fences could also be used (maybe even some half-sized ones).

A discussion took place concerning the weapons in the large tent, and the importance of preventing their handling without supervision - another reason to organize workers and just to have some extra people to act as "floaters" when no one is in the large tent.  One possibility suggested was to hang the weapons somehow on covered pegboard - they would be visible but not accessible.

Upcoming festivals:

There will be a new festival in Ashville, Ohio, on May 29-30. Julie McGhee, and Lynne and Don Gatton are planning to attend and represent the ILHS.

The Rio Grande festival is either June 5 or 6; Terry, Don, Lynne, and Julie are planning to go.

No word yet from the group in Cincinnati about inviting us to their Celtic/Irish festival.

Pete Gerrity reported that the Coeli to celebrate the 150th anniversary of St. Patrick's is still being planned, waiting to hear if they might want us to participate somehow.

Additional information brought up:

Terry passed out a print out from Shannon Heritage – contained information about a crannog ; Sharon sent out additional information to the yahoo group

Discussed links to our website from the Shamrock Club, Ancient Order of Hibernians, and the Daughters of Erin websites

Terry may try to get a VCR in April to show the tapes "Back to the Bronze Age" and "Journeys through Celtic England, Ireland"
