  A discussion of our expenses was held.  This year we are looking at expenses of $400 for insurance, $200 for truck rental for the DIF, and approximately $77 in bank fees alone.  Although the yurt (photo tent) was an expensive purchase, we all agreed it has already proven its worth – and usefulness.


  A discussion was also held about our proposed membership in Clan na Gael (a confederation of Irish groups). Although we all recognize that membership might prove beneficial, right now we cannot afford the $100 membership fee.  We will reconsider joining in the future.

Mia plans to put together packets with information about our displays – containing “talking points,” so to speak, so our members could feel more comfortable discussing and answering questions.
