Lynne Gatton found these Brehon Laws that she thought might be interesting to some folks in the group.��A Brehon law is the usual term for Irish native � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/09053a.htm" �law�, as administered in � HYPERLINK "http://www.newadvent.org/cathen/08098b.htm" �Ireland� down to almost the middle of the seventeenth century, and in fact amongst the native Irish until the final consummation of the English conquest. It derives its name from the Irish word Breitheamh (genitive Breitheamhan, pronounced Brehoon or Brehon) which means a judge.�


  It is illegal to give someone food in which a dead weasel or mouse has been found.��  If your neighbor does not repay the debt he owes you, you may prevent him from going about his daily business. A white-tie goes around the blacksmith's anvil, carpenter's axe or tree feller's hatchet. He is on his honor to do no work until the debt is settled or wrong righted. If a Bard or physician is the debtor, immobilize his horse whip for both ride their circuits. The creditor may fast in front of the debtor's house to humiliate him until the debt is paid.��  The blacksmith must rouse all sleeping customers before he puts the iron in the fire to guard against injury from sparks. Those who fall asleep again will receive no compensation.� �.
